The Polonsky Scholarships for Outstanding Doctoral Candidates 

in the General Humanities and in Asian and African Studies 

(with a preference for Chinese Studies) 

The Faculty of the Humanities at The Hebrew University of Jerusalem is offering 3 scholarships for up to four years to outstanding doctoral candidates in the aforementioned fields beginning in  the 2010-2011 academic year in the total amount of up to $80,000 + full tuition 

The required criteria for submitting candidacy for the Polonsky scholarships: 

· Proven academic excellence; 

· No longer than two years after the completion of the Master's degree 

· Candidacy is open to students registering for doctoral studies or to those who are in the initial stages of writing their dissertation (even after authorization of their program and up to two years from the time of registration for the degree). 

Interested individuals are requested to send six copies of the following documents: 

· Curriculum vitae 

· Report of grades 

· Abstract of the master's thesis 

· Letters of evaluation of the master's thesis 

· A document describing the research program (up to 500 words) 

· Two letters of recommendation to be sent to the Office of the Program for the President's Scholarships in the Humanities 

· A writing sample: a document of no more than 500 words in which the candidates will present the research questions that interest them, the research context, the research methodology that seems relevant to them and the importance of addressing these questions to the advancement of knowledge. Alternately, a paper that has been accepted for publication may be submitted.

All the documents should be sent to the Scholarships Committee by April 7th, 2010. 

The answers will be given to the candidates  during May. 

The selection procedure: 

The Committee will convene to discuss the candidates' files (taking into account the option of prior consultation with members of the Humanities Faculty, to the extent that the Committee should find this necessary). It should be emphasized that academic excellence is the determining criterion, and in the event that suitable students are not found, fewer scholarships will be awarded in that year. 

The Committee reserves the right to conduct interviews with the candidates in the event that it should find this to be appropriate. 

Candidates from abroad: 

The Polonsky Scholarships are intended for students from Israel and from abroad. In order to encourage the application of students from abroad, notices about the Polonsky Scholarships will be posted in English on HNET and additional places. 

Thus, the knowledge of the Hebrew language will not be a condition for acceptance in the fields in which this can be made possible.
